Desert Christian was incorporated in 1986 by four families who envisioned a quality Christian
high school on the east side of Tucson. These people stepped out in faith and commitment,
trusting God to use them to accomplish thistask. The school opened its doorsin August, 1986,
at Christ Community Church with an enrollment of 21 studentsin grades 9 and 10 and a full and
part-time staff of seven. In 1992, with enrollment approaching 100 students and outgrowing the
facility at Christ Community Church, Desert Christian relocated to EI Camino Baptist Church
where it remained until 2005. That year Desert Christian High School was pleased to moveto its
permanent campus at 7525 E. Speedway. We look forward to our twenty-second year with a
new record enrollment of 250.

Desert Christian High School offers Christ-centered education as a solid academic institution.
Over 90% of our graduates annually attend four year colleges, universities, or junior colleges
across the United States. Our performing arts/musical theatre department has established a
community-wide reputation of excellence, winning first place in Arizonafor the best high school
musical (awarded by USA Today Weekend). Asamember of the Arizona Interscholastic
Association (AlA), Desert Christian offers avariety of sports for boys and girls, and has won
numerous regional championships and afew state titles. In 2007, we received the Blue Cup, the
highest honor given by AIA for overall excellence in Pursuing Victory with Honor.

In the 2000-01 school year, Desert Christian expanded to included grades 6 through 8in a
middle school, now in its eighth year with 144 students, and afull and part-time staff of 16. In
2004-05, DCS expanded further with the addition of an elementary school, serving grades K-5.
DCES begins its fourth year with an enrollment of 163 and afull and part-time staff of 21. With
equally professional and dedicated staffs sharing the same mission and vision as the high school,
both the middle and elementary schools have earned their own reputations for excellence.

Desert Christian Schools is unique as a parent-sponsored, board-directed interdenominational
school system. The Faith Statement and Philosophy of Education assists families from
approximately 70 churches in their common pursuit of quality education from a biblical and
Christian worldview. Desert Christian holds national affiliation with Christian Schools
International (CSl), and accreditation with both the Association of Christian Schools
International (ACSI) and the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools (NCA).

| mportant Facts

Individual taxpayers can fund scholarships and receive an offsetting Arizonatuition tax
credit when they make a contribution to a registered School Tuition Organization (STO).
However, businesses (regardless of form) cannot take advantage of this opportunity, only
individuals.

An Arizonatax credit (as opposed to atax deduction) is subtracted from the income tax
owed to (or withheld by) the state of Arizona.

Thisdollar-for-dollar tax credit cannot exceed $1000, nor can it exceed on€’ stotal
Arizonatax liability (if that liability is less than $1000). Married individuals who file
separate returns are entitled to a maximum tax credit of $500, and single filers or head-of -
househol ds can receive a maximum credit of $500. Any unutilized credits may be carried
forward for up to the next five taxable years.

In addition to receiving the Arizonatax credit, ataxpayer can also claim atax deduction
on his/her federal return for a contribution to an STO. Contributionsin excess of the
aforementioned limits may be taken as itemized deductions on both state and federal
returns.
Contributions may be designated for Desert Christian Schools, or specifically for DCHS,
DCMS, or DCES.
Contributors may also recommend their contribution to a specific student. Thisiscalled
a“recommended contribution” and qualifies for the tax credit. Thereisno financial
qualifying for the students' family when thisis done. However, if ataxpayer
recommends his’her own child, he/she cannot receive the Arizonatax credit.
The Institute for Better Education (IBE) is a501(c)(3) tax exempt, nonprofit organization
and aqualified STO. IBE hasworked very effectively with Desert Christian for almost
six years. (If acontributor chooses to use another STO, he/she can still designate Desert
Christian.)

TUITION

The Desert Christian Schools Board of Trustees has established the following Tuition Schedule for the 2009-10
school year. The school continues to attempt to balance the costs of providing a quality Christian education against
the personal financial commitment necessary from our families. The Board established the following Tuition
Schedule with this tension in mind, and encourages families who would like to apply for scholarship assistance to
pick up an IBE (Institute for Better Education) scholarship application form from the school office.

Due at the time of admission or re-enrollment, and includes supplemental student insurance, textbooks (unless
specifically noted), a school yearbook, and miscellaneous registration expenses. Thisisnot part of tuition.

PAYMENT ARRANGEMENTS

Thefirst of ten tuition paymentsisdue August 1, 2009. Subsequent payments are due on the first of each month.

A 5% per month late fee on the unpaid balance will be added to accounts considered delinquent after the 10" of
the month

A $15.00 returned check fee will be added for al returned checks.

The School Board realizes extenuating circumstancesin afamily’ s life may require other payment arrangements. It
isthe

school’ s desire to work with any family experiencing difficult financial times. Written requests for extensions may
be

submitted to the Finance Committee of the School Board for review.

PAYMENT/WITHDRAWAL POLICY

After enrollment, if a student withdraws from school, the family will be charged on the following basis:

WITHDRAWAL DURING AMOUNT DUE
First 2 weeks 25% of annual tuition
First Quarter 50% of annual tuition
Second Quarter 75% of annual tuition
Third/Fourth Quarter 100% of annual tuition

If the family believes withdrawal is due to circumstances beyond its control, arequest for specia consideration may
be submitted to the Finance Committee.

If astudent is expelled from the school for disciplinary reasons, the family will be responsible for the tuition as
stated above.

Students who enroll after the start of the school year will be billed normal school fees, and at least 50% of the annual
tuition.

APPLICATION/ENROLLMENT PROCESS + families who complete the process by the
initial deadline will be considered first for acceptance/enrollment.

ENROLLMENT PROCESS FOR DCS STUDENTS —families are expected to meet the
same criteria asfirst time applicants, however, the process is dlightly different.

ADMISSIONS/ENROLLMENT LETTERS - regarding admission/enrollment to

DCM S will bemailed mid-Mar ch for studentsin thefirst pool. Parents of students who
are accepted will be required to return an enrollment form, tuition contract and a registration
fee of $350.00. All items must be received in the middle school office by the deadline
indicated in the letter to complete the application/enrollment and acceptance process.

FINANCIAL CONCERNS - if financial assistanceis aconcern, parents may fill out an
Institute for Better Education (IBE) form at www.ibescholarships.org and a Confidential
Financial Analysis (CFA) form at www.online-cfa.com. In addition to the forms mentioned,
IBE will require a copy of your 2007 Federal 1040. If thisisyour first year at aprivate
school you may be eligible for scholarship funds under the newly enacted Corporate Tax
Credit. Please let us know because paperwork requirements are slightly different. All forms
are available in the school office. Decisions on scholar ship amounts (based on need) are
usually madein April/May and 50% assistanceis generally the maximum that is
awarded.

CAMPUSVISITATION — parents (with or without their child) may call the Admissions
Coordinator to arrange for a classroom visit. These will be scheduled on the 2™ and 4™
Tuesday of each month from November through April.

SCHOOL HOURS - school begins at 8:20 am. and ends at 2:35 p.m. The campus opens at
7:45 am. and closes at 3:05 p.m.
